Addressing the high school dropout crisis 

Converting off-track students into on-track learners 

City Year Cleveland's efforts with principals and teachers to convert off-track students into on-track learners yield results.  Again, fifty corps members work in specific Cleveland schools as tutors, mentors, directors of after school programs and classroom assistants.  This work aims to improve student Attendance, Behavior and Coursework performance - the ABC's.

Based on preliminary data, the following shows the impact on Cleveland students.
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Currently, a team of 10 corps members tutors and mentors Collinwood High School students most of whom must pass at least one portion of the Ohio Graduation Test.  Also, teams of eight mentor and tutor elementary and middle school students at Clark, Luis Munoz Marin, Mound and Miles Park K-8 Schools.  More than 430 students are currently enrolled in our school day and after school programs, up from 221 last year.

Finally, a number of companies and organizations, including Huntington National Bank, United Health Group, the Federal Executive Committee and Water Pollution Control, are being supported by City Year Cleveland's civic engagement team in efforts to bring tutors and resources into a number of Cleveland students.
