President Obama Joins President Bush in Call to Service 

National Service Board Chair Highlights Service at Texas Forum

Calling service an integral part of how we meet the challenges of our time, President Barack Obama renewed his appeal for all Americans to make service a part of their daily lives in an address to 2,000 service leaders gathered at the Points of Light Institute's "Presidential Forum on Service" at Texas A& M University on October 16.

President Obama saluted former President George H. W. Bush, whose foundation hosted today's forum, for his lifelong dedication to service both inside and outside of government and for his leadership in launching the Points of Light movement twenty years ago.

The President spoke passionately about the key role citizens play in meeting local needs, advancing justice, bringing people together, and breathing life into our democracy.  While government has a key role to play, it doesn't have all the solutions, and citizens need to do their part, the President said.  "And this is the point I want to emphasize today: that service isn't separate from our national priorities or secondary to our national priorities - it is integral to achieving our national priorities.  It is how we will meet the challenges of our time," said President Obama.

City Year is honored to join in thanking President Bush for his commitment to service and congratulates the Points of Light Institute, which organized the gathering, for its twenty years of service and leadership.  City Year received its first federal grant from the George H. W. Bush administration.  City Year's CEO, Michael Brown, had the opportunity before the October 16 event to thank President Bush personally for that original federal investment and to share with him that it put City Year on a path to be serving in 20 cities today and to have engaged over 12,000 young adults in national service.‬‪

From celebration to service 
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City Year Cleveland celebrated at The Rock and Roll Hall of Fame & Museum, went to work the next day at Stanard Farms then kicked-off our service in specific Cleveland schools.

Stanard Farm is a sustainable site in Cleveland where the Cuyahoga County Board of Developmental Disabilities will employ individuals to create and manage a farming operation.  The St. Clair- Superior Development Corporation is partnering with the Board of Developmental Disabilities on this amazing project at East 53rd Street just south of St. Clair Avenue.  City Year Cleveland was happy to clear debris in anticipation of the planting and landscaping planned for next spring. 

Five specific Cleveland schools are the homes of teams of corps members Monday through Thursday.  With the goal of converting off-track students into on-track LEARNERS, these teams tutor and mentor during the school day then direct after school programs into the late afternoon.  We are currently working with 385 students in our school day and after school programs.  Thank you Collinwood High School, Miles Park, Mound, Luis Munoz Marin and Clark K-8 Schools and the central office for continuing to collaborate with us in support of Cleveland's youth. 

Our Civic Engagement Team helps area businesses meet community service goals.  Whether it is organizing a community service day for a particular business, enrolling business volunteers into existing service opportunities or facilitating business partnerships at specific Cleveland schools, the Civic Engagement Team stands ready to offer support.  Currently, this team is facilitating the tutoring of 50 students through corporate volunteers.

Rosabeth Moss Kanter is the Ernest L. Arbuckle Professor of Business Administration at Harvard Business School, specializing in strategy, innovation, and leadership for change. She advises major corporations and governments worldwide, and is the author or co-author of 16 books.

Professor Kanter serves as a senior adviser to IBM's award-winning Reinventing Education Initiative and on the board of the Massachusetts Convention Center Authority. She joined the Harvard Business School faculty in 1986 from Yale University; previously, she was a Fellow in Law and Social Science at Harvard Law School. She co-founded Goodmeasure Inc., a consulting group, and serves as a director or adviser for other companies.

Professor Kanter has received 21 honorary doctoral degrees from distinguished universities nationwide and over a dozen leadership awards, and has been named to lists of the "50 most influential business thinkers in the world," the "18 business gurus to watch," the "100 most important women in America" and the "50 most powerful women in the world."
