Cleveland's service model 

50 corps members embark on a year of service 

School based service starts early in the morning on Monday, October 5, at five specific Cleveland schools.  Teams of six to 10 corps members will serve effectively as mentors, tutors and directors of after school programs at:

· Clark PreK-8

· Luis Munoz Marin PreK-8

· Mound PreK-8

· Miles Park PreK-8

· Collinwood High School

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Somewhere in our great nation, every 26 seconds a student drops out of school, resulting in more than one million students who do not graduate each year.  With high school dropouts three times more likely than college graduates to be unemployed and eight times more likely to be in jail or prison than high school graduates, the problem is projected to cost the nation $3 trillion in the coming decade.  Cleveland's graduation rate, as is the case in large urban school district's across the nation, hovers around 50 percent - a coin flip, if you will. 

In Cleveland, the vast majority, if not 100 percent, of students are considered "economically disadvantaged" living at or below the poverty level.  Staggeringly, more than 20 percent of Cleveland's students exhibit one or more disabilities making it difficult for learners to achieve and teachers to deliver.  In many of Cleveland's schools, half of the students have limited abilities in English due to being from another country and having little, if any, English spoken at home.

What can City Year do about it?
City Year has announced a major new initiative to address the nation's high school dropout crisis, In School & On Track: A National Challenge.

The goal of City Year as a whole is focused to help thousands of students nationwide who have been identified as "off track" to get back on track to high school graduation.  City Year Cleveland is deploying 50 corps members into five Cleveland K-8 schools and one high school.  Corps members mentor, tutor and direct after school programs in collaboration with teachers for the sole purpose of converting off-track students into on-track learners.
