City Year Cleveland's 2008-2009 Service Builds On Its 13-Year Legacy 

Education support and engaging individual and corporate citizens remain key objectives 

Since its inception in 1996, City Year Cleveland has had a powerful and profound impact on Cleveland with 850 graduates delivering 1,445,000 hours of service. 

· More than 36,000 children have taken part in our youth development and leadership programs.  

· Dozens of Cleveland schools have benefited from City Year tutors, teacher aides, and after school programs.  

· Thousands of working parents and more than 2,000 children have participated in our Spring Break Camps, a week-long camp for elementary school children during Cleveland's spring school break. 

· Corps members have led more than 10,000 community and business employee volunteers to contribute 80,000 hours of service to the community. 

We remain committed to Cleveland, its neighborhoods, schools and children.  The 2008-2009 service year will include:

· Teams of 8-10 corps members working in six specific Cleveland schools all day, Monday through Thursday, as tutors, mentors, teacher aides and managers of after school programs. 

· Dozens of community service projects and civic engagement initiatives. 

· The ability to plan and deliver service projects that enhance individual and corporate citizenship for businesses and organizations. 

· Direct support to a number of business partners dedicating resources to Cleveland schools (e.g. Huntington National Bank and Nathan Hale K-8, Frito Lay and Lincoln-West High School, and AmTrust and multiple schools). 

· After school youth leadership and development programs (see article below).

Business/School Partnership Program - In Full Swing 

The Business/School Partnership Program is proud to collaborate with the Cleveland Metropolitan School District in identifying new partners for Cleveland's schools.  Partners provide needed human, financial and in-kind resources in the form of tutors, mentors, internships, guest speakers and career education that impact student behavior and performance.

City Year Cleveland aims to focus business partner resources on two specific performance goals with the Cleveland Metropolitan School District: (1) increasing the graduation rate to "75% by 2012" and (2) erasing the early grade achievement gap via "The Third Grade Promise."  These goals are consistent with the CMSD's 2007-2012 Strategic Plan.

New partnerships for the 2008-09 school year include:

· Bank of America and Miles Park K-8:  Tutors and the Choices program. 

· Frito Lay and Lincoln-West High School:  Tutoring and career education. 

· The Club at Key Center and Success Tech Academy:  Tutoring, performance incentives, career education. 

· Huntington National Bank and Nathan Hale K-8:  Tutoring. 
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In addition to the work at Miles Park K-8, Bank of America painted signage and areas at Waverly K-8 this past August.
City Year Cleveland's Business/School Partnership Program can:

1. Work with the CMSD to identify a partner school for any business and support these partnerships in developing a business plan, volunteer support and impact statements.

2. Provide opportunities throughout the community for businesses to become active corporate citizens.

3. Work with individuals who wish to make a difference through community service projects.

City Year Cleveland Launches Six After School Programs 

The vast majority of Cleveland students lack basic after school programming.  City Year Cleveland corps members will deliver much needed after school programs at six Cleveland Metropolitan School District schools.  Corps members will (1) manage all programs, (2) serve as mentors for children, (3) provide a safe space for students to go, and (4) deliver a variety of activities ranging from homework help to public service projects. 

City Year Cleveland's youth leadership after school programs (Starfish Corps, Young Heroes, City Heroes) began on Tuesday, October 28, 2008, at the following six Cleveland Metropolitan School District schools:  Miles Park K-8, Mound K-8, South High School, Clark K-8, Luis Munoz Marin K-8, and Lincoln-West High School.
